Dear Parents and Carers 

I would like to welcome you all to the start of this school year at Wintringham.  The staff have been 

working hard getting everything ready for the children and we have lots of activities planned this 

year.  It was lovely to see so many smiling faces coming into school and to hear about the 

children’s summer holidays.  They have all come back ready for learning and have really settled 

into their new classes.  Our new children in Reception are getting to know their teachers and are 

quickly learning our school routines.  Their teachers are very proud of them.

I know that the wet weather won’t have helped, but please walk your children to school if 

at all possible.  If you do have to drive, please be mindful of the residents who live in the streets 

near the school, who may need to use their cars to get to appointments, and ensure that you are 

not blocking any driveways.

If your child is off school for any reason, please call the office and leave a message on the 

absence line (option 1) stating their name, class and the reason for absence.  Alternatively you 

may email the office on office@wintringham.cambs.sch.uk with the same information.

absence, it will be recorded as an unauthorised absence and a safe and well check may be 

made to your house.
