This will consist of a filled bread roll 

or wrap, a piece of fruit and a cake or biscuit.  If you would like your child to have a packed lunch 

provided by the school, please email the school office to request one by 29th June.  

All children will need to be in school uniform but can wear comfortable trainers and will also need a 

sun hat, sun cream, a water bottle and a raincoat.
