Please find below a summary of the main 

learning areas we will be focusing on during this term, as well as some general reminders.  

 

Homework 

 

Reading- children are advised to read for at least 10 minutes, 5 times a week from their 

school reading book. In your child’s reading diary, you can record their school reading 

books as well as any other reading your child has done at home.  

Spelling Shed- children can log onto their account to play spelling games.  

NumBots- children are expected to engage with this online platform on a weekly basis.

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History 
 
The children have started off 
the year by learning about a 
significant point in history -

Computing 
 

 The children will be learning about 
algorithms and debugging. They will

Year 2 will be comparing hot and 
cold places. The children will be 
comparing their local area to 
another country as well as locating 
the equator on a world map. The 
children will then be identifying 
features of hot and cold places.

The children will be exploring 
how artists use tone and texture, 
and applying these techniques in 
observational drawings.

The children will be using 
instruments to represent 

animals, copying rhythms and 
creating call and response 

rhythms. 
 

P.E. 
 

The children will have a cricket 
coach in from ‘Chance to Shine’ 
to teach them cricket skills. The 

children will also be learning how 
to play tag rugby.

The children will learn about the

  Religion and 
World Views 

 
Year 2 will be learning about the 
characteristics of a prophet and 
what a prophet might mean to 

some people. 

Science 
 

The children will be learning about 
‘habitats’. They will match animals and 

plants to their habitats and they will think 
carefully about how animals use their 
habitat for food. Year 2 will also learn 
about the difference between objects 
that are ’alive’, ‘never been alive’ and 

‘was once alive’.
